Community Health Nurse Job Description

The Community Health Nurse is a contract position, hired to work approximately 20 hours per week over an approximate three month period.  

Key Responsibilities

· Assist in the development and delivery of volunteer peer health educator training sessions.

· Be available on-call during the CHAP pharmacy-based sessions to respond to volunteer peer health educator questions and address urgent cases that require reassessment. 

· Drop in on CHAP sessions weekly to assess operations and to make corrections, as needed.
· Attend the Peer Health Educator debriefing sessions.
Qualifications

· Nurse, registered with the provincial College of Nurses, with a community health nursing certificate

· Expertise in public health
· Knowledge of cardiovascular health issues
· Previous experience facilitating groups
· Previous experience working with volunteers (particularly seniors) an asset
· Strong interpersonal and organizational skills
· Drivers license and reliable vehicle required
