· Running BP clinics 1x a month in Ingersoll and Woodstock – will also be doing 1x a month in Tillsonburg next month
· Lori is the new CHAP lead

· Made very few changes to original CHAP

Stratford

· Have been trying to secure funds to support further implementation– not yet successful but RFPs are out

· Melanie back on the project – was the LC in C-CHAP
Port Hope
· Have continued on with CHAP sessions since November

· 2 BP sessions a month – 1 in our office (in Port Hope) and one at the foot care clinic

· Partnering with VON to provide nursing service
Lindsay

· Continued to use CHAP manual to train volunteers

· Have monthly BP clinics at our Diners Club
· Weekly measure BP at the seniors centre

· Morning and afternoons conduct BP measurements at pharmacy 
· Partnered with chronic disease prevention project at local hospital

· Expressed appreciation of BPTrus
