Stratford

· Meeting with FHT in the works 

· Link is the clinical program coordinator and nurse practitioner 

· Submitted a wellness proposal to the MOHLTC that included CHAP – will learn decision next month

· Want to expand into the area with BP clinics

· Local stroke network asked for our volunteers to do BP monitoring for heartburn day this Saturday Feb 2; will provide opportunity to refresh volunteers on procedures
· Biggest challenge so far is tight timelines
Elliot Lake

· Holding weekly BP sessions at local pharmacy

· Planning next Tues to invite stakeholders to a coffee and dessert meeting where we will present CHAP+AP  - hand delivering invites
· Biggest challenge is getting a hold of FHT contact

· Cindy, former LC,  will continue to lead CHAP

Tillsonburg & Woodstock
· Laurie Flowerday will be leading CHAP

· Now holding 3 BP clinics a month in Oxford County

· Get 25-30 participants a clinic

· Held a low-key community meeting already – will be doing a more intensive meeting, require newsletter and profiles as soon as possible.

· Have developed good relationships with local partners

· Don’t foresee a lot of challenges

· Biggest problem will be limiting the amount can do with the available resources
Thorold
